To Concurrent Education Students, 
As you may recall WLUSU and NU Administration had released some information about a month back regarding the iTeach Initiative fee, that statement 
was as follows:                                                     

 "The Wilfrid Laurier University Students' Union is currently in the process of reviewing the iTeach initiative program fee that has been charged to stu-
dents at the Laurier Brantford campus. Laura Sheridan, President & CEO, and Melissa Burke, EVP: Brantford Operations are working closely with admini-
stration at Wilfrid Laurier University and Nipissing University to review the issue and find a solution that will be in the best interest of students affected 
by this program. Information will be provided to students as soon as it becomes available. Please visit www.wlusu.com for all updates regarding this is-
sue. If you have any questions, comments, or concerns please contact me via email at mburke@wlu.ca or the iTeach team at iteach_brant@nipissingu.ca."  

 Since then there has been a great push forward and the review surrounding the program is going through the appropriate channels (NU and WLU Admini-
stration), who are assessing the best way to rectify the situation. We are currently awaiting a joint meeting of the two administrations and student execu-
tives to finalize the best step to take going forward. 

To touch on payment of the fee and clear any rumors, at no point has anyone been advised not to pay the iTeach fee, until the review process is complete 
the fee is a still a mandatory fee. If students are financially able to pay the fee it is suggested that they do so, if they are not financially able to that is an 
issue outside the realm of iTeach fee.
