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Daughter of Persia is the story of a woman who grew up in an aristocratic Iranian family with progressive ideals but also traditional expectations of their daughters, who nevertheless grew up to be something of a mover and shaker in her own right. Your assignment is to find something interesting in the thoughts or experience of this woman, write about what have learned from her book, and convincingly put your own analysis or point of view across to your reader.
Remember this paper, like other papers, is part of an ongoing conversation about historical events and their meaning.  I strongly suggest that you take a point raised by the author or some other modern writer or one of the people discussed in Daughter of Persia and make your paper a reaction to that other person's view -- whether through agreement or some degree of disagreement.  This will give your paper the kind of focus that will be satisfying to the reader.
Example:   I think I could write a good paper based on either of these quotations from the book.

He had died alone, forgotten and nameless, outside the great embrace of family, without anyone to bury him and send him decently to God. He had died that way because no one in our country did anything to help people like him. In the end, he had been just another poor, ignorant, anonymous Iranian -- a nobody. And the death of this nobody broke my heart.

Then I whirled on poor Dadash, who had just come home from work. "Why is the hospital so dirty why don't you? Why don't you doctors take care of people? Why don't you do something for human beings?"... In my agony I had to blame someone. But I knew that Dadash and my mother, who was almost as wracked by sorrow as I was,  were not at fault. It was Iran’s backwardness that was to blame for Mashti’s dying, and the troubles of a country deprived of scientific knowledge, clean hospitals, and modern drugs, its people left to flounder in poverty and ignorance.
Both passages are on page 136.

Likewise good papers could be written on the themes of “Shazdeh’s ideals,” “Nationalism,” or “Islam,” using preferably a They Say/I Say structure. 

It may be possible to do a good paper using only the single book, but I strongly suggest using other sources.
Make sure to include proper references (footnotes at the bottom of the page, following Rampolla), a bibliography, and page numbers (don’t number the title page).
