	1. Expectations 

      The Grade  4  learners will:

	a) Expectations:
· Health: Substance use and abuse: Describe the short and long-term effects of first and second hand smoke, and identify the advantages of being smoke free.
· Math: Data Relationships: Read, interpret, and draw conclusions from primary data and secondary data



	2. Preassessment

	a) Learners:
- Students are able to identify substances such as caffeine, alcohol and drugs from grade 3.
- Students are able to collect and organize data from grade 3.


	b) Learning Environment:
- Students are seated in single rows. There are four rows of five students each.  Students will work with a partner to interpret the information.

	3. Content

	- 2 types of Smoke
- Have students discuss the 2 types of smoke.  (first hand and second hand)  

- Ask students if they can state differences.

· First Hand Smoking:  The person who smokes the cigarette breathes in the smoke from his or her own cigarette.

· Second Hand Smoking:  The person who is near the smoker breathing in the smoke, but is not smoking.




	4. Strategies

	a) Introducing the Activity
· Have a discussion with students about what their ideas are about smoking.

· Ask how many students’ parents smoke? 

· Make a chart on the blackboard of the class statistics of whose parents smoke and whose do not and inform the students of how to analyse the data.


	b) Routines
- I will give the handout to the students and will we read the questions to make sure that everyone understands.  

- I will turn on the projector and we will follow the Power Point presentation that I have prepared about first and second hand smoke.
- I will keep a copy of the charts on the board for the students to observe. 

- The students will then move into groups and complete the handout.


	c) Teacher's Role
i) Procedures

- I will circulate to help students if they have questions.  Students will be working in partners and will help each other as much as possible.
ii) Consolidation of Learning

- Invite the students who would like to share their answers to share them.
- Explain the answers for those who did not understand.
- Ask the students which question they found the most difficult and assist them with it.

- Collect the handouts.
