	GAME:

Tchoukball

	Grade Level: Grade 8


	Learning Expectations: (refer to The Ontario Curriculum Grades 1-8, maximum of 2)
· Participate vigorously in all aspects of the course
· Throw pass or shoot to an object to a partner or target while being defended



	Equipment:

· One Tchoukball( any kind of bouncy catchable ball)
· 2 rebound surfaces(blocks in the gym)

	Rules of the Game:
· The game is played by 2 teams of 9 players, or 6 if space is limited
· There is a rebound surface at the ends of each side of the gym and there is a forbidden zone that surrounds it
· The team passes between themselves a maximum of 3 and a minimum of 1 time before they shoot at either of the rebound surfaces
· A team cannot shoot at the same rebound surface more than 3 times in a row
· The purpose is the have the ball hit the rebound surface and then hit the floor before the other team can catch the ball
· The defense is not allowed to interfere with the progress of the other team
· This includes blocking the pass or blocking a person from moving

· A point is scored if:
· The ball hits the floor after bouncing off the rebound surface before the defending team catches it. Given to the offensive team 
· If the offensive team misses the rebound surface when the ball is shot. That point is awarded to the defense
· If the ball bounces out of bounds by an offensive team player. This is also awarded to the defensive team

· If the ball bounces back touching the shooter a point is given to the defense

· The offensive player sends the ball into the forbidden zone before or after it hits the rebound surface
· Penalties are given if:

· The player moves while dribbling or juggling the ball

· If they drop the ball when it is passed to them

· Steps out of bounds or in the forbidden zone

· Uses their feet or shins

· Catches a pass from the offensive team

· A team makes more than 3 passes

· Takes more than 3 steps while in possession of the ball

· Catches a ball off the rebound surface that a teammate had thrown

· Blocks the opponents from shooting or passing
· After a penalty the ball is awarded to the opposite team at the spot of the foul

· When the game is first starting a player throws the ball to a teammate from behind the back boundary line, this does not count as one of the 3 passes.


	Teaching Strategies/Class Organization/Management Strategies:

· The class will be broken up into 2 teams and if space is available for 2 games into 4 teams.
· If the numbers do not work out have other people as substitutes that have very quick shifts e.g. Every time there is a foul send that person to substitute
· Make sure to explain all the rules fully before the games start and ask for understanding
· You can also take out some of the rules to make it so the game will run more smoothly
· The teacher will be the referee and help to keep the game running properly


	Modifications/Adaptations for Special Needs:

· One of the main modifications that you can make for this game is the space and numbers for each team
· Also as this game had no dribbling and it is only passing so it would be easily played for people with gait problems or for people in wheel chairs.

· You could also change the size of the ball for different age groups make it more challenging for the older ages by having a smaller bouncier ball

· Also to decrease the rules so that there could be some more movement with the ball
