PHED 2017 – ALTERNATIVE TEAM GAMES
	GAME:  Wall Ball


	Grade Level:  4


	Learning Expectations: (refer to The Ontario Curriculum Grades 1-8, maximum of 2)
Throw, both while stationary and moving, a ball using a one-hand overhand motion to a partner or large stationary target, or pass (handoff) and receive an object (eg. relay baton)


	Equipment:  
· One large wall, with no windows
· Hard, flat floor

· 2 Bouncy balls (eg. Tennis ball, a racquetball)


	Rules of the Game:
· To start, a player must throw the ball at the wall with enough force to bounce back to the group of players
· Any player may catch it and throw it at the wall again 
· This process is repeated until someone drops or fumbles the ball, or if the ball strikes the ground before hitting the wall

· If one of these situations arises, the player who committed the foul must run and touch the wall before someone else throws the ball at the wall
· If the player reaches the wall before the ball, they are safe and may stay in the game.  However, if the ball reaches the wall first, the player receives a strike.

· Each player is allowed 3 strikes.  
· After 3 strikes, the player must perform some type of punishment (for example, sing “I’m a Little Teapot,” or “Twinkle Twinkle Little Star” )
· Variations:  
· One handed catch only

· Catch on one foot

· Left-handed catch only

· After 3 strikes they are out of the game until a new game starts (Last Man Standing)


	Teaching Strategies/Class Organization/Management Strategies:

· The group will be given 2 balls and the game will start

· Since there is more than one ball, when a person fumbles the ball, the individual who picks up the ball to throw it must call out the name of the person who they are throwing for.  This allows for no confusion as to which ball corresponds to the person running to the wall.  
· The teacher can make sure that students are playing fairly and act as a judge as to whether or not the person got to the wall before the ball 

	Modifications/Adaptations for Special Needs:

· For a person in a wheelchair, if they fumble the ball, they have to spin around in their chair 2 times (instead of running to the wall) before the ball strikes the wall.
