	GAME: WOMBAT BALL


	Grade Level: Grade 5-12 (Grade 8 for our presentation)


	Learning Expectations: (refer to The Ontario Curriculum Grades 1-8, maximum of 2)
--Hit an object to a target (target is defended playing field) for distance and accuracy
--Hit an object using a piece of equipment (in a forehand motion)


	Equipment:

--5 bases
--1 Wombat (towel rolled up with athletic tape)
--1 volleyball
--1 safety cone (pylon to mark batting line)
--Pinnies


	Rules of the Game:
The Batter:

· must grip wombat with both hands at end (no choking up)
· No bunting

· If bat is thrown more than 5 bat-lengths from homeplate, batter is out

· Only 4 pitches to hit a fair ball

· One extra pitch if fourth pitch is fouled (optional)

The Runner: 
· No sliding

· No leading (must touch base until ball is hit)

· Tag base on fly balls
· Runner is out if hit by ball when running bases

· Gets a base on any thrown ball that goes out of play (fielding team throw)

· First base is a safety base 
The Team:

· Must sit on bench while waiting to bat
· Goes to field after 3 outs
· Five run per inning maximum (unless behind by more than 5 runs). If this is the case, allowed to score as many runs as needed to be ahead by one point.
The Fielders:
· Cannot stand on top of or on baseline to force an out. 

· May not use safety base on first to get an out.

· Must tag runner on all unforced plays.

· Cannot throw ball at runner to get them out.

· Makes all the calls and are never wrong.


	Teaching Strategies/Class Organization/Management Strategies:

· Explain game and then divide teams
· Explain the similarity to baseball

· We are the head umpires (we will make the calls)

· Make sure it’s fun ( 


	Modifications/Adaptations for Special Needs:

· Automatic safe on bases
· Or, 3 passes before throwing to the base for an out

· Modified: fielders can only use one hand for catching, or run on one leg depending on child’s disability
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
