Instructions:  Application for International Practice Teaching

Eligibility: Any student enrolled in the consecutive Bachelor of Education or final year of the concurrent Bachelor of Education may apply for an international practice teaching placement, with the following exceptions.  Students who are enrolled in EDUC 4916 Outdoor and Experiential Education or EDUC 4986 Education of Native Canadians and who are completing an outdoor education placement or a native placement may not complete an international placement.  Students who have requested and received any type of special placement may not also select an international placement.  Only one alternate placement (outdoor, native, international or other) may be selected.  
While enrollment in EDUC 4807 International Teaching is not required for international practice teaching, preference will be given to those students enrolled in this course.

You must receive a rating of “adequate” or better from your associate teacher and faculty advisor in the preceding practice teaching placement(s) and be in good standing with the university in order to go on an international placement.

1. Fill in all information requested on the application form. The last part of the application asks you to write a brief essay.  This essay is used by the selection committee to create a short list of applicants for the international placements. 
2. Indicate the site for which you are applying and if you wish to be considered for an alternate site if you are not selected for your first choice.
