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Assessment Services
Post-secondary students requesting academic accommodation because of a disability must provide supporting documentation of their disability.  In the case of a Learning Disability (and sometimes ADHD or Autism Spectrum Disorder) the documentation required is an up-to-date psychological assessment completed by a registered psychologist or psychological associate, and must contain a clear diagnostic statement and recommendations for accommodation.
A new assessment may cost $2,000 or more, and although you are responsible for the cost of this assessment, there are funding supports available and we do try try our best to help reduce the costs of the new assessment to the student, especially if there is financial need. See below for more information about funding options.
Northern Ontario Assessment and Resource Centre (NOARC)
SAS has partnered with the Northern Ontario Assessment and Resource Centre to provide updated assessments (if required) for students with learning disabilities, ADHD and ASD.
Important note: NOARC is funded by the Ministry of Training, Colleges and Universities and is NOT mandated to do mental health assessments. If you require a mental health assessment, please speak with your family physician regarding an appropriate referral.
Assessment Funding Options
1) Qualify for a Bursary for Students with Disabilities (BSWD)

a) Apply for OSAP - https://osap.gov.on.ca/OSAPPortal
b) If you are eligible for OSAP funding, you may also qualify for a bursary to cover 60% to 100% of the cost of the new assessment.
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2) Apply for NOARC* funding

The Northern Ontario Assessment and Resource Centre (NOARC) has funding to provide assessments to students in financial need. Your Accessibility Consultant will help you apply for NOARC funding. 
3) Fund the assessment yourself

You may have funding resources available to you to help you cover these costs:

a) Will you or your parent/guardian’s health insurance plan pay for psychological services and thus all or part of this assessment?

b) Do you have access to a qualified psychologist who may allow you to pay for the assessment on a payment plan?

c) Can you afford to pay for the assessment outright?  If you wish, we can refer you to a qualified psychologist, and you can negotiate the price privately with that service provider.
Note:  If you fund the cost of your assessment yourself, you may be entitled to claim that cost on your income tax as a disability-related medical expense.
