Candidates also must not have previously participated in a NOHFC-funded internship
during the 2020 mandate, must be at least 18 years of age, must be legally entitled to work in Canada and, once
hired, the candidate must reside in the Northern Ontario community in which they are employed.

When considering applications from two equally qualified candidates, NPI will give preference to First Nation, Métis,
Inuit, or Francophone candidates. Candidates coming from rural or remote northern communities or with a stated
interest in working in northern regions in the future will also be given special preference.
